CRIMINAL ACTIVITY

During the month of February 2012, the department made eight (8) adult arrests, 2 for Bad Checks, 1 for
DWI, 2 for Driving on a Suspended License, 1 for Second Degree Assault, 1 for Driving an Uninsured
Vehicle and 1 for Disorderly Conduct. The department made one (1) juvenile arrest for Disturbing
School. The department served 2 Emergency Petitions and investigated 20 Part [ and If crimes.

TRAFFIC ENFORCEMENT ACTIVITY
